A group of Egyptian feminists,
led by Doria Shafik,
successfully campaigned for a
provision in Egypt's
Constitution of 1956 that
granted women the right to
vote.

The Jordanian parliament
abolished a law, which allowed
rapists to escape punishment
provided they marry their
victims after a successful
campaign by Jordanian
women groups.
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A ban on women driving in
Saudi Arabia was lifted in 2018
after decades of protests and
violations by Saudi women
activists who recorded
themselves driving and shared
the videos across social media.

In 2017, Tunisia overturned a
law that forbid Muslim women
from marrying a non-Muslim
man, clearing the way for a
Muslim woman to marry the
man of her choosing,
regardless of his religion.
